When called upon by the Mayor or Agency Chairman, each person addressing the Council/Agency Board shall step
up to the microphone in front of the rail, shall give his or her name, address and organization or other party he or
she represents, if any, in an audible tone of voice for the record, and limit his or her remarks to 5 minutes.

All remarks shall be addressed to the Council as a bady and not to any member thereof. No person, other
than the Council and the person having the flocr, shall be permitted to enter into any discussion, either directly or
through a member of the Council, without the permission of the Mayor or ARA Chairman. No question shall be
asked a Councilperson or Agency Board member except through the Mayor or the ARA Chairman.

Standards of Decorum: Any person making personal, impertinent or slanderous remarks or who shall
become boisterous while addressing the Council or Agency Board shall be forthwith, by the Mayor or ARA
Chairman, barred from the meeting. '

Enforcement of Decorum. The Chief of Police, or such member, or members of the Police Department or Police
Reserve as he may designate, shall be Sergeant-at-Arms of the Council/Agency Board meetings. The Sergeant-
at-Arms shall carry out all orders and insfructions given by the Mayor or ARA Chairman for the purpose of
maintaining order and decorum at the Council/Agency Board meeting.
