Community Services - Case Management

= 299 Case Management clients were served.
= 237 Volunteer Hours of assistance were donated to the program.

Youth Services Counselors

= 153 Clients and their families were served by the Youth Counselors.

Management Services - Code Enforcement

= The Code Enforcement Division investigated a total of 894 complaints.
= 315 were in areas identified as in low- to moderate-income areas.

= 840 were confirmed and the violators were notified.

= Code Enforcement staff observed 1156 violations.

Development Services - Fair Housing

= The Housing Rights Center served 243 clients.
= A variety of issues were discussed, including: evictions, security deposits, rent
increases, repairs, contract questions, etc.

Development Services - Housing Programs

= First-Time Home Buyer - HOME: 0 application(s) approved & 6 searching for a
home, 0 escrows closed.

= Single-Family Rehabilitation - HOME: 1 approved applicants, 9 in process, 0
completed.

= Multi-Family Rehabilitation - HOME: 0 approved applicant, 0 in process, 0
completed.

= Exterior Grant Program - CDBG: 1 approved applicants, 8 in process, 0 completed.
