PRESENTATIONS 
 
1. LEGISLATIVE UPDATE FROM SENATOR SUSAN RUBIO – F2M21-19, F2M20-33 
 

State Senator Susan Rubio will present to the City Council legislative updates, specifically 
on SB 91 (COVID-19 Relief) and the Eviction Moratorium. 

 
Recommended Action: City Council receive and file the informational report. 

 
 
2. MID-YEAR BUDGET REVIEW FOR FISCAL YEAR 2020-21 – F2M20-17, R2M21-6 
 
 On June 8, 2020, the City Council adopted the FY 2020-21 Budget, which appropriated 

funds and approved revenue projections for the fiscal year. At the time, the Finance 
Director provided information to the City Council concerning the uncertainties of the full 
impact resulting from the COVID-19 pandemic and uncertainties of revenue and 
expenditure data projections for the last quarter of FY 2019-20 and FY 2020-2021. In 
December 2020, the City Council requested a Mid-Year Budget Review to provide a 
budget update and assessment of the continued impacts of COVID-19 on FY 2020-21.  
Staff will present to the City Council with an overview of FY 2019-20 actual performance 
and updated budget projections for FY 2020-21. Staff is also requesting that the City 
Council approve a resolution adopting Fiscal Year 2020-21 budget adjustments.   

 
 Recommended Action: City Council receive and file the Mid-Year Budget Review 

and related reports; and, adopt Resolution No. R2M21-6 entitled: A Resolution of the 
Alhambra City Council adopting Fiscal Year 2020-21 Budget adjustments of the City of 
Alhambra, Golf Course Clubhouse Corporation, Alhambra Capital Improvements 
Corporation, Alhambra Parking Authority, Alhambra Facilities Financing Authority and the 
Alhambra Public Financing Authority 
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3. COUNCIL DIRECTION ON A “COST CONTAINMENT MODE” AND NEW RESERVE 
FUND – F2M20-17, F2M20-7 

 
 At the December 17, 2020 special Council meeting, Vice Mayor Lee requested a 

discussion on the City entering a “cost containment mode” to accumulate unspent funds 
for the creation of a special renter/small business reserve. The City’s current mid-year 
budget report projects a deficit from last fiscal year 2019-2020 and a deficit of the current 
fiscal year 2020-2021, largely due to the pandemic. As such, throughout the pandemic, 
staff has been expecting decreased revenues, and no unnecessary expenditures have 
been undertaken. Should the Council wish to direct further spending reductions as part of 
a “cost containment mode” to generate a reserve to assist renters and small businesses, 
staff would need direction on which programs and/or services, if any, should be suspended 
or eliminated from the current budget to provide funding for a new special renter and/or 
small business reserve fund.  

 
 Recommended Action: City Council provide direction to staff on a “cost containment 

mode” and subsequent creation of a special renter and/or small business reserve fund, or 
other fund as deemed appropriate.    

 
  
4. PENSION OBLIGATION BOND/UNFUNDED LIABILITY OVERVIEW – F2M21-26 
 

At the December 17, 2020 City Council meeting, Councilmember Andrade-Stadler 
requested staff provide an overview of pension obligation bonds. At the same meeting, 
Vice Mayor Lee requested options to reduce the City’s unfunded pension liability. 
Unfunded Accrued Liability (UAL) is the difference between the funds necessary to fund 
retiree benefits, as estimated by an actuary, and then actuarial value of the funds already 
committed to the pension plans to pay those benefits.  In other words, how much money 
is needed to pay all retirement benefits already earned by existing and former employees 
if no more money is paid into the system by the City. Staff will present to the City Council 
a Pension Obligation Bond/Unfunded Liability overview.  

 
 Recommended Action: City Council to receive and file this informational report, or 

provide direction to staff as deemed appropriate.   
 
 
5. COUNCIL DIRECTION ON HERO PAY FOR GROCERY WORKERS – F2M20-33 
 

At the January 11, 2021 Council meeting, Mayor Pérez requested a discussion about Hero 
Pay for grocery workers. Hero Pay is generally an additional $4 per hour for grocery 
workers due to the greater risk of workplace COVID exposure. Other cities’ ordinances 
apply to private and publicly owned grocery stores with over 300 employees nationwide 
and 10 employees locally, and Hero Pay is for a duration of 120 days. The County of Los 
Angeles was considering adoption of such an ordinance until the California Grocers 
Association announced it had filed a federal lawsuit against the City of Long Beach arguing 
the hazard pay is unconstitutional. A hearing on a preliminary injunction, which would stop 
the ordinance from taking effect while the case is pending, is set for February 19. In an 
attempt to avoid a similar legal circumstance, other cities are looking to make decisions 
after the Long Beach hearing. Conversely, some cities have moved forward with 
ordinances, notwithstanding the pending Long Beach lawsuit. Staff is seeking Council’s 
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direction as deemed appropriate.  
 
 Recommended Action: City Council provide direction to staff on Hero Pay for 

grocery workers, and other direction as deemed appropriate.

6. AUTHORIZE RFP: PROFESSIONAL ENGINEERING DESIGN SERVICES – SR-710 

MOBILITY IMPROVEMENT PROJECT TRAFFIC SIGNAL SYNCHRONIZATION 
PROJECTS – F2M20-67, RFP2M21-5 

 
 The City of Alhambra has identified four major arterials (Valley Boulevard, Garfield 

Avenue, Fremont Avenue and Atlantic Boulevard), that contribute to mobility and 
operational benefits in the SR-710 corridor between I-10 and I-210. The project will 
upgrade the traffic signal system and other components, which will achieve better signal 
synchronization and improve the traffic operations and mobility in the City.  Staff is seeking 
to distribute a single Request for Proposals for professional engineering design services 
for the following Traffic Signal Synchronization Projects: Valley Boulevard Traffic Signal 
Synchronization Project – Adaptive Upgrade West City Limit to East City Limit; Fremont 
Avenue Traffic Signal Synchronization Project – Adaptive Upgrade North City Limit to 
Montezuma/I-10 Freeway; Atlantic Boulevard Traffic Signal Synchronization Project – 
Adaptive Upgrade Huntington Drive to I-10 Freeway; and, Garfield Avenue Traffic Signal 
Synchronization Project – Adaptive Upgrade Huntington Drive to I-10 Freeway. 

 
 Recommended Action: City Council authorize the distribution of a Request for 

Proposals for professional engineering design services for plans, specifications and 
estimate for the SR-710 Mobility Improvement Project Traffic Signal Synchronization 
Projects with proposals due no later than 4:00 p.m. on March 4, 2021. 

 
 
7. AWARD CONTRACT: PURCHASE OF ADVANCED METERING INFRASTRUCTURE 

(AMI) WATER METERS – F2M21-6B, C2M21-6, M2M21-15 
 
 The Utilities Department was awarded a WaterSmart and Energy Efficiency Grant through 

the U.S. Department of the Interior, Bureau of Reclamation on September 19, 2019. The 
purpose of the grant is to increase the reliability of water supplies and improve water 
management to mitigate impacts caused by drought. In accordance with City purchasing 
and the Grant requirements, a Request for Proposals was issued. After a complete 
evaluation of the proposals, on May 11, 2020, the City Council approved a contract by and 
between the City of Alhambra and Thirkettle Corporation dba Aqua-Metric Sales Company 
for services to provide and install an Advanced Metering Infrastructure (AMI) System and 
purchase of AMI water meters. The AMI system significantly enhances service by 
providing improved billing accuracy and more efficient customer service. Every year, the 
Utilities Department is required to purchase and install water meters to be placed 
throughout the City to replace old and nonfunctional water meters.  Since Aqua-Metric 
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Sales Company is the sole distributor of the Sensus Flexnet AMI system and Sensus 
water meters, the City will need to award a contract to Thirkettle Corporation dba Aqua-
Metric Sales Company for the purchase of AMI water meters. Therefore, staff 
recommends awarding this contract pursuant to AMC 3.36.080(B)2 (sole source).  

 
 Recommended Action: City Council approve a contract, subject to final language 

approval by the City Manager and City Attorney, by and between the City of Alhambra and 
Thirkettle Corporation dba Aqua-Metric Sales Company for the purchase of AMI water 
meters in an amount not to exceed $210,000; and, direct staff to undertake the steps 
necessary to finalize Council’s action. (M2M21-15) 

 
 
8. AWARD CONTRACT: PURCHASE OF TWO PARATRANSIT PASSENGER BUSES 

FOR ALHAMBRA SENIOR RIDE SERVICES – F2M21-6A, C2M21-7, M2M21-16 
 
 The 2020-2021 fiscal year budget included the replacement of two (2) Alhambra Senior 

Ride Community Paratransit buses. Staff is seeking approval to enter into a cooperative 
purchase agreement with Creative Bus Sales to finalize the purchase. Cooperative 
purchase is allowable per Alhambra Municipal Code 3.36.080. Staff is seeking approval 
to piggyback on a cooperative purchase agreement authored by (Cal Act) California 
association for coordinated transportation with (MBTA) Morongo Basin Transit Authority 
and Creative Bus Sales. The purpose of this contract is to provide a variety of transit and 
transportation vehicles including transit buses and mobility vans. Most of the vehicles are 
Federal Transit Administration (FTA) compliant for vehicles purchased with FTA grants; 
Contract # 15-03-CBS.  

 
Recommended Action: City Council award a contract, subject to final language 
approval by the City Manager and City Attorney, to Creative Bus Sales in an amount not 
to exceed $280,258.52 for the purchase of two (2) Paratransit passenger buses; and, 
direct staff to undertake the steps necessary to finalize Council’s action. (M2M21-16) 

 
 
9. COMPREHENSIVE ANNUAL FINANCIAL REPORT FOR FY 2019-2020 – F2M20-17, 

M2M21-17 
 

Staff wishes to submit to the City Council the following reports for the year ended June 
30, 2020: City of Alhambra - Comprehensive Annual Financial Report; City of Alhambra -
Audit Committee Letter; Independent Auditor’s Report – Government Auditing Standards; 
and, Appropriations Limit Worksheet with Independent Accountants’ Report. Based on the 
results of their audit, CliftonLarsonAllen, LLP has provided the City with an unmodified 
opinion on the City’s annual financial statements and has issued various Auditors’ Reports 
thereon.  
 
Recommended Action: City Council receive and file the annual audit reports for the 
year ended June 30, 2020: 1) City of Alhambra – Comprehensive Annual Financial Report 
(CAFR); 2) City of Alhambra – Audit Committee Letter; 3) Independent Auditor’s Report -
Government Auditing Standards; and, 4) Appropriations Limit Worksheet with 
Independent Accountant’s Report. (M2M21-17)  
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10. RESOLUTION APPROVING A MODIFICATION TO THE COMPREHENSIVE 
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN THE CITY OF ALHAMBRA AND 
THE ALHAMBRA POLICE OFFICERS’ ASSOCIATION – F2M21-2, R2M21-4, C87-16C 

 
 The City Council previously adopted the comprehensive MOU with the Alhambra Police 

Officers’ Association (APOA) effective fiscal years 2019 through 2021 at the December 
14, 2020 meeting. Since then, City representatives and APOA members identified a need 
to add language clarifying which APOA members qualify to receive shift differential pay 
and when the benefit pay begins. This amendment is the only mutually agreed upon 
modification to the MOU and all wages, hours and other terms and conditions or 
employment presently in the MOU remain in full force and effect. A resolution approving 
the modification and memorializing the new language in the revised MOU is required.  

 
Recommended Action: City Council adopt Resolution No. R2M21-4 entitled: A 
Resolution of the Alhambra City Council approving a modification to the Comprehensive 
Memorandum of Understanding with the Alhambra Police Officers’ Association, 
superseding Resolution No. R2M20-43
